SUBSCRIPTIONS AND FEES

Subscriptions are due on 1 April each year. If they are not paid by 1 May, membership may be deemed to have lapsed. In the event of failure to rejoin before 1 June, the entrance fee may be charged at the discretion of the Committee. If membership lapses for a whole year, this fee will be charged. The Membership Secretary must be advised if you do not wish to rejoin the Club, and the keys to the courts returned at the same time. Please note that your subscription includes the levy to the British Tennis Association for which each family member must apply personally.  Members are eligible for entry into the club draw for Wimbledon tickets.

Keys to the courts and Clubhouse are provided at the time of joining, and remain the property of the Club. Lost keys can be replaced by the Membership Secretary, for £3.50, currently the cost of having a new one cut.
